Bachelor of Dance Entry Requirements

. Applicants must submit an Undergraduate Dance Supplementary Admissions Information Form which includes a
Physiotherapy Examination form, to be completed by a Physiotherapist.

. Applicants must submit an audition by videotape or DVD. Audition instructions are listed in the Undergraduate Dance

Supplementary Admissions Information Form.
